1875 obviously was a year for Malvasia. Besides the previous Barbeito bottling, there is also an 1875 Malvasia from d’Oliveiras still on
the market. A monumental wine. The hearsay speaks about the same original source for the Barbeito and d’Oliveiras 1875 Malvasias;
the Hinton family. Many of the British families that settled in Madeira were in the wine trade but just as many found their way to fortune
in other trades. William Hinton and his son Henry Hinton for example, more or less held a monopoly of crushing sugar in their Funchal
factory, helping them establishing the family’s wealth.* It is believed that Mario Barbeito got the 1875 Malvasia from the Hinton family.
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
